Safe Recruitment of Volunteers

A firm recruitment process is part of the club’s
commitment to putting the protection and
wellbeing of children first. Volunteers are the
heartbeat of our clubs and carry out numerous
roles. If a job involves working with children, the
club has a legal and moral responsibility to ensure
that the person appointed is suitable. The
checklist below gives essential steps to make sure
the club meets its duty.

e Advertisement of role or role fully
explained

s Code of conduct agreed to and agree
to be vetted by Cricket Ireland

e Satisfactorily vetted by Cricket Ireland
e Two references

e Supervision and monitoring of
performance

The person/s in the club who are responsible for
making the decisions about appointments and
for managing the sports volunteers/staff should
be clearly identified. The Children’s Officer and/or
Designated Liaison Person may play an important
advisory role in relation to appointments to work
with children but will not usually be responsible
for the final decision about appointments.
